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Community Response Groups planning for an emergency

The more prepared a community is, the more likely it is that the community will be able to look after themselves and others.  This plan contains a short demographic description of the Manapōuri area, information about key hazards and risks, information about Emergency Community Emergency Hubs, where the community can gather, and important contact information to help the community respond effectively.  Members of the Manapōuri Community Response Group, along with Emergency Management Southland staff, have developed the information contained in this plan. The plan is a living document and can be updated at any time through Emergency Management Southland.


Community Response Groups during an emergency 

During an emergency response, the Community Response Group will be Emergency Management Southland’s first point of community contact in an emergency, therefore they play a crucial role in supporting affected communities. The Group will be asked if they think there is a need to activate by Emergency Management Southland, and have the capacity to do so, or they are able to self-activate to provide immediate short-term assistance during an emergency. The Community Response Group works closely with Emergency Management Southland to ensure that resources are effectively distributed and that vulnerable populations are identified and supported. By leveraging local knowledge and networks, the Community Response Group helps to maintain a safe place, communicate vital information, and foster community resilience, ensuring a coordinated and compassionate response to an emergency.


Community Response Groups into recovery 

Community Response Groups will be vital during the recovery of a community. They will be able to act as a connection between the community and the recovery team. They will have key local knowledge and understand the effects of decisions on the local community and will be able to identify areas of most importance to the community and suggest ways to work towards the communities’ end goals. The process around community recovery will be described in greater depth in the Southland Recovery Plan which can be found on our website: https://www.cdsouthland.nz
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Demographic details 

[image: ]Manapōuri is a small lakeside township in the Fiordland region of Southland, located about 20 kilometres south of Te Anau. Nestled on the eastern shores of Lake Manapōuri and at the edge of Fiordland National Park, it serves as one of the main gateways to Doubtful Sound / Patea and the wider Fiordland wilderness. The settlement is surrounded by dramatic alpine scenery, with the Hunter Mountains and Cathedral Peaks forming a striking backdrop. 
Manapōuri has an estimated population of around 270 people (2023), showing steady growth from previous census years. The town has a higher median age (56 years) than the national average, reflecting a smaller working-age population and a community with a mix of long-term residents, retirees, and seasonal tourism workers. 
Tourism and hydroelectric power are central to the town’s identity and economy. The Manapōuri Hydroelectric Power Station, located underground near West Arm, is one of New Zealand’s most significant renewable energy assets. The town also supports eco-tourism, fishing, tramping, and scenic tours, with strong connections to conservation and sustainable resource use. 
[image: ]Housing in Manapōuri is predominantly owner-occupied. The area is serviced by basic amenities and modern telecommunications, though with some limitations typical of remote settlements. The community is known for its resilience and strong local networks, a valuable asset in managing the risks associated with natural hazards such as flooding, landslides, and earthquakes that can affect Fiordland. 



Identified potential vulnerable sub communities

Emergencies affect all of us. Depending on the nature, extent and timing of an emergency, some people can be more affected than others. We need to ensure equity in response to improve assistance to all in the community. Groups who may need consideration include:

· Elderly within the community.
· People who need power for medical reaons. This could include daily care and individuals recovering from surgery needing district nursing visits, mental health, dialysis patients, oxygen dependant patients or any other medically dependant reason.
· Expectant Mums. 
· Tourist. This could include day visitors, AirBnB guest houses (approx 38), motor camp, lake/ boat day users and Doubtful Sound visitors.
· Motorists traveling around Blackmount Hill.
· Groups at Deep Cove or Te Kōawa Lodge.
· Tramping and DOC hut occupants.
· Large population of holiday homes with people from outside of Fiordland.
· Lower socio-economic individuals within the community.
· People living on their own within the community.
· New people recently moved to Manapōuri community.


Neighbouring communities

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Overview

Hazard and risk information serves to provide a clear understanding of the potential dangers that could impact the community. These hazards and risks outline the nature, characteristics, and potential effects of the hazard, which is crucial to gain an understanding of the dangers the community faces.

Manapōuri is exposed to a number of natural and infrastructure-related hazards. Because of its lakeside location (Lake Manapōuri), steep surrounding terrain, limited road access and important river/bridge infrastructure, the community should be aware of the following as potential threats.



1. Flooding

· [image: Aerial view of a river and a city]Risk Level (Priority): High
· Description: Heavy rainfall and increased inflows to Lake Manapōuri and its feeder rivers can raise the Manapōuri Lake levels and Waiau River. This can threaten critical infrastructure, lakeshore properties, low-lying areas, and local roads. Flooding can isolate parts of the community by impacting access roads or bridges around the area, especially if combined with other hazards. 
· Impacts: Property damage, road closures, isolation, damage to property and potential evacuation.
· Mitigation Strategies: 
· Maintain drainage systems. 
· Elevate important items in flood-prone areas. 
· Prepare sandbags or barriers. 
· Have an Emergency Plan which includes household emergency kit and supplies.
· Be prepared to evacuate.

2. Landslide & Slope Instability

· Risk Level (Priority): Medium
· Description: The steep slopes around Lake Manapōuri have been identified as having “high to very high landslide susceptibility”. Heavy rainfall, earthquake shaking, or soil saturation could trigger shallow or deeper slopes failures, threatening roads, tracks, and properties built on or below slopes.
· Impacts: Road blockages, isolation, damage to property, disruption to power and communications, risk to life and injury, increased lake hazards such as tsunami. 
· Mitigation Strategies:
· Stay alert during heavy rain or earthquakes.
· Report cracks, slumping or new movement.
· Avoid parking or storing gear at the base of step banks.
· Know alternative routes.
· Have an Emergency Plan which includes household emergency kit and supplies.
· Support vegetation on slopes.

3. Earthquake

· Risk Level (Priority): Medium
· Description: The wider Fiordland / Southland region including Manapōuri is susceptible to seismic activity, both the Alpine Fault and local faults can have major impact on the community. A strong earthquake could damage buildings, roads, bridges, utilities (water, power), and local infrastructure. Liquefaction or ground instability is a concern where soils are saturated or unstable, especially near waterways or lake edges. This may affect building foundations, roads, and bridges. Earthquakes may also trigger landslides on steep slopes, compounding risk.
· Impacts: Building damage, power outages, road disruptions, food network disruption, lack of resources and potential landslides.
· Mitigation Strategies:
· Secure heavy furniture and appliances. 
· Have an Emergency Plan which includes household emergency kit and supplies.
· Be self-sufficient and able to cope without outside assistance.
· Practice "Drop, Cover, Hold" drills.

4. Critical Infrastructure Failure (E.G. Transport, power and communications access) 

· Risk Level (Priority): Medium
· Description: Key roads and bridges (especially those crossing rivers feeding into or out of the lake) are critical lifelines. Flooding, landslides or earthquake damage may wash out or block bridges and roads, isolating parts of the community or preventing emergency access. High rainfall, high winds and slips can cause road blockages from fallen trees, erosion or surface damage, posing risks for residents, visitors, and emergency services. During a major event power, phone, and other services may fail. 
· Impacts: Roads becoming blocked or damaged, bridge failure or closure, phone and internet outages, communication delays, isolation or unable to return, Unable to phone out to get help or advice. 

· Mitigation Strategies:
· Be self-sufficient and able to cope without outside assistance.
· Have an Emergency Plan which includes household emergency kit and supplies.
· Cell phones may still work however have an alternative communication method. E.G. VHF Radios and operators.
· Know the alternative roads or travel routes.
· Keep vehicles fuelled.


5. Severe Weather

· Risk Level (Priority): High
· Description: Fiordland & Southland weather patterns occasionally bring extreme rainfall, strong winds, and heavy snow — all of which can trigger floods, slips, road hazards, and isolation. Storms may also damage trees and infrastructure and worsen risk of landslides or flooding.
· Impacts: Power outages, flooding, fallen trees, transportation disruption with road closures, disruption to essential services and damage to homes and farms.
· Mitigation Strategies:
· Regularly inspect and maintain roofs, gutters and structures. 
· Trim trees near power lines. 
· Prepare alternative heating and lighting sources. 
· Stockpile essential supplies. 
· Stay informed through weather alerts. 
· Avoid non-essential travel during severe conditions. 


6. Tsunami

· Risk Level (Priority): Medium
· Description: A significant slope failure or rockslide into Lake Manapōuri could displace water and generate a local “lake tsunami” (seiche), causing sudden waves and lake surges. Such a wave could inundate lakeshore areas, wharves, boat ramps, and homes close to the water.
· Impacts: Sudden, fast-moving waves, Flooding at lower Murrell Ave. and along Waiau St. along river side, damage to wharves, boat ramps, jetties and marina structures, boats being swamped, swept away or damaged, erosion on lake edge, debris washed inland. 
· Mitigation Strategies:
· Stay away from the lake edge during or after earthquakes.
· Avoid the shoreline during heavy rain.
· Know the natural warning signs and move uphill and away from the lake.
· Have an Emergency Plan which includes household emergency kit and supplies.
· Assist displaced people and if needed make emergency shelter and food available where possible.


Compound and Cascading Hazards

Because many hazards overlap (E.G. heavy rain → flooding + landslide; earthquake → slope failure + liquefaction + lake surge), a single event can trigger a cascade of hazards. For example, an earthquake may destabilize slopes, cause landslides into the lake, generate waves, damage roads and isolate the community — while also damaging utilities.

· Likelihood: Probability that the hazard will occur in or impact Manapōuri.
· Impact: The scale of consequences the hazard would have on the community (people, infrastructure, economy, environment).
· Note: This assessment has been based on qualitative judgment and local context to guide how likelihood and impact are rated. For example, flooding is “High” likelihood in Manapōuri due to known historical events, even if flood defences are present.

[image: ]Critical infrastructure refers to essential facilities and systems that support the functioning and wellbeing of the community. Damage to or disruption of these assets during an emergency could significantly impact Manapōuri’s ability to respond and recover.

· Allied Fuel Stop Manapōuri - Waiau Street
· Cell phone towers – Freestone Hill.
· Local power supply – Lines.
· Te Anau Airport Manapōuri - Aviation Drive.
· Food supply – E.G. The Church Manapōuri, Waiau Street Café, Manapōuri Store & Cathedral Café. 
· Refuse/Rubbish - Hillside Road recycle and rubbish.

Community VHF Radio

A community VHF radio (Very High Frequency radio) is a key tool for communication during emergencies, especially when other forms of communication, like mobile phones or landlines, are unavailable due to network failures or power outages. This can be a communities only way to communicate with the Emergency Coordination Centre (ECC) if telecommunications have been disrupted due to an emergency event. Training to become familiar can be provided. Instructions on how the VHF radio are attached to the radio.
